There is provision to deposit dry waste and wet waste separately so that sorting of waste 

is done at the point of origin itself. To efficiently manage plastic waste, separate bins are 

placed in key locations in the campus. Organic waste primarily consisting of food waste 

is collected from the campus and hostels are deposited in the Biogas plant for the purpose 

of generating biogas. An agreement has been signed with Cheriyanadu Grama Panchayat 

to ensure proper disposal of solid waste materials.

Solid waste management: 

• To reduce waste at institute, students and staff are educated on proper waste 

management practices through lectures, advertisement on notice boards, displaying 

slogan boards in the campus. 

• Waste is collected on a daily basis from various sources and is separated as dry and 

wet waste. 

• The chemical wastes from Chemistry laboratory were separated into solid and 

liquid waste, which were then disposed appropriately. 
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• Colour coded dustbins are used for different types of wastes. Green for non-

degradable plastic waste and blue for degradable waste.

Liquid waste management: 

• Chemicals used in the Chemistry Laboratory for the reaction are not discharged into 

the environment, but rather stored in sealed containers. The stored chemical wastes 

are handed over for safe disposal to Cheriyanadu Grama Panchayath, based on the 

agreement between Sree Narayana College Chengannur and Cheriyanadu Grama 

Panchayath. 

• Repeated distillation of used solvent is done to reduce solvent waste in Chemistry 

Laboratory, thereby minimising pollution. 

• Non hazardous liquid waste are diluted and are carried over to the common 

drainage. 

• All waste water lines from toilets, bathrooms etc. are connected with Municipal 

drainage mains.

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E-waste management 

• As part of agreement between Sree Narayana College Chengannur and 

Cheriyanadu Gama Panchayath, the E-waste collected is stored in store room and 

disposed once in two years. 

• A collection drive is arranged at the college every year and the collected E-waste 

is handed over to the Cheriyanad Gramapanchayat for safe disposal. 

• Old monitors and CPUs are repaired by the technician and are reused.

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Rainwater harvesting 

The rainwater harvesting system is one of the best methods practiced and followed to 

support the conservation of water at Sree Narayana College Chengannur. Run-off 

rainwater from rooftop of the buildings in the campus is captured and stored in a reservoir 

tank of 7000 liters. The water stored in the Rain Water Reservoir is directed in to the 

Chemistry Lab for Laboratory use. The stored rainwater is used for gardening & cleaning 

purpose. 

 

Awareness Programs 

• Educational/cautionary posters regarding water conservation are placed in the 

campus.  

• For quick sanitation purposes, alcohol-based sanitizer is more convenient than full 

hand wash and is produced by the Department of Chemistry 

• Awareness programs are conducted for spreading information to the students 

regarding water conservation and sensitizing them to save water.

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Water Management 

Water conservation is a key activity as water availability effects on the development of the 

campus. Keeping this view water conservation activity is carried out. 

 

Source of the Water  

• Open Well water 

Our campus is equipped with two very large well of 100 feet depth having 20 feet water 

storage. We have three storage tanks each with 3000 litre capacity including a rainwater 

storage unit. 
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• Bore well 

There is a borewell in the campus and this is used mainly for the hostel purpose. The water 

from the borewell is also used in the campus when water scarcity arises in the summer 

season. 

 

 

• Centralized Pipeline from Kerala Water Authority 

The centralized water supply system in the campus helps to get sufficient water supply 

for 24 hours in College campus and also for Women’s Hostel 
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• Open well recharge 

A significant part of groundwater artificial replenishment is played by open wells.  The 

roof runoff water is collected through network of pipe lines and stored in the filter. The 

water from the filter is allowed to recharge the open wells.
