The women's hostel at Sree Narayana College, Chengannur comprises 11 rooms, including

one designated for the Matron. With a total capacity of 42 students, each room is well-

appointed with ventilation, fans, tube lights, and furnished with a cot, chair, and study table

for individual comfort. Adjacent to the hostel is a mess hall accommodating 45 students,

where all residents partake in their meals. Oversight of the menu and mess operations falls to

a committee composed of 5 students and the Matron. Supervision of the mess facilities is

managed by the hostel advisory committee, with student representatives elected from each

batch. Operating on a dividing system, the hostel fosters a homely atmosphere, emphasizing

mutual understanding and moral support among residents. Security is paramount, with round-

the-clock surveillance ensured by dedicated guards and CCTV cameras installed throughout

the premises, further ensuring the safety and well-being of all occupants.
